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Dr. Edoardo Detoma graduated in Physics, specializing in positional astronomy and astrophysics, in 1977 with full marks and “cum laude” prior to joining the NASA Goddard Space Flight Center in 1979 as a contractor, working for the Bendix Field Engineering Corporation, for the tracking network timing section. He returned to Italy in 1984 being employed by SEPA SpA, a FIAT group defense electronics company. While his main professional interest in his career has been in the precise time and frequency field, Edoardo Detoma has done extensive work in navigation, ballistics, anti-submarine warfare and space systems in Italy and in the USA. He has received several awards for his work, including the 2004 “Alan Berman” award from the U.S. Naval Research Laboratory. He is the Italian delegate to the ITU for the Working Party 7A on Time & Frequency and member of the advisory board of the PTTI meeting in the U.S. 
Since 1990 he has been interested in the history of astronomy and calendars. He is collaborating with various centers in Italy and abroad, including the Egyptian Museum in Turin and the Centro Studi Vicino Oriente in Milan.
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
