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A number of different Medieval Russian sources include 19 year-cycle tables for full and new moons known as "lunar stream" (lunnoe techenie). These are usually not related to the Easter moon, but presumably have their origin in the traditional pre-Christian lunar calendar. These tables have different methods of composition, ranging from crude arithmetic calculations to the use of the precise value of the "Hebrew lunar circle", which is the basis of the Hebrew calendar, which dates from Babylon. 
The most interesting tables for the period 1390-1408 CE were found in the collection of the Father Superior of the Kyrillo-Belosersk Monastery. Here not only dates and times for syzygies are given but also phases and times of predicted solar and lunar eclipses accompanied by drawings.  Astronomical analysis led to pinpointing the longitude and the latitude of the place of composition, which was discovered to be in the vicinity of Beograd, Serbia. This conclusion is supported by historical background, other texts in the collection and by analysis of other analogous tables found in Serbian sources. It is interesting to note that the level of scholarship required to prepare these tables is surprisingly high for Eastern Europe at this time, and is comparable to the level of some of the best known astronomers of this period.
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
