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The Bright and Dark Sides of the Moon - Observations 
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Tsevi Mazeh is the Oren Family Professor of Experimental Physics at Tel Aviv University, Israel. He is an astronomer, whose research interests include extra-solar planets. Recently, Mazeh was part of a team of astronomers that used the French satellite CoRoT to discover CoRoT-7b, the first extra-solar planet known to have a density similar to the Earth's, thus suggesting a solid rocky world. 

In the last academic year Professor Mazeh was a fellow at the Radcliffe Institute for Advanced Studies at Harvard. In 2009 he was awarded the Weizmann Prize for Research in Exact Sciences by the Municipality of Tel Aviv. 
Amongst his publications are the student text book (in Hebrew) Introduction to Special Relativity (2005). 
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
