Conditions of the Fellowship:

1. Preference will be given to studies which integrate research on the Scrolls with other areas of Second Temple studies.
2. The fellowship carries an award of up to $15,000 per year, for a period of one to three years; the period of residence begins in October 2007.
3. The fellowship is intended for younger scholars within three years of having received the doctorate. A doctoral student who will submit the dissertation by March 31, 2007, may apply for the fellowship as well; award of the grant will be conditional on approval of the dissertation by October 14, 2007.
4. The research must be done at the Hebrew University. A desk will be reserved for the Fellow in the Scholars’ Room at the Orion Center; the Fellow should plan to work at the Center at least two days per week. The Fellow will take part in Orion Center activities and must present at least one talk per year in the context of the Center’s programs.
5. Any publications resulting from work done during the tenure of the fellowship should carry an acknowledgement of the Orion Center, and copies of such work should be sent to the Scholars’ Room Library.
6. The Fellow is to spend most working time on things related to the fellowship, and restrict outside employment to no more than half-time.
Application Procedure:
1. Final Deadline for the submission of materials is March 31, 2007.
2. Applications should be submitted in Hebrew or English to: The Orion Center, Rm. 3102, Rabin World Center of Jewish Studies, Hebrew University, Mt. Scopus, Jerusalem 91905, ISRAEL. 

3. The application should include:
—A detailed description of the proposed research, with the project name in Hebrew and in English, outlining the method, goals and projected publications.
—Curriculum vitae
—A list of publications
—Names of two Referees (The candidate must forward the recommendations to the Orion Center by the deadline.) 
—Application form with personal information.
4. The name of the applicant must appear on each page.
